‘What’ and ‘Which’ 

‘Which’ is used for questions that ask about choices. 

Example:  

Which dress do you like? 

I like the red one. 

Which color do you like? 

I like blue. 

 

‘What’ is used for questions that ask about things. 

Example:  

What is the color of your dress? 

It is red. 

What color is your shirt? 

It is white. 

 

Articles ‘a’ and ‘an’ 

‘an’ is used with singular countable nouns starting with a vowel sound. 

Example: an apple 

  an eraser 

  an orange t-shirt 

   an umbrella 

Note: an hour 

 

‘a’ is used with singular countable nouns starting with a consonant 

sound. 

Example: a shirt  

a black tie
